Very little is known about this artist, who
worked in the area between Disseldorf and
Detmold; several pastels are associated with the
town of Schwelm. He may have left some oil
portraits as well as a number of pastels, mostly
finely observed profiles suggesting the use of
some kind of physionotrace. A group of pastels
of members of the newly founded Vereinigte
Gesellschaft in Langenberg were made in 1799.
