Claudine was born and baptised in Dole, the 
daughter of Antoine Marguier, sgr d’Aubonne, 
conseller maître en la chambre des comptes de 
Franche Compté, and his wife, Antoinette 
Burignot. On 27.IV.1791, in Aubonne, Doubs, 
she married Louis-César Labbey; after his death, 
she married, in Besançon on 27.IV.1802, Michel-
François-Joseph Labbey de Pompières. 

Nothing is known about the author of a 
pastel signed perhaps C. Marquier, which may 
not be eighteenth century, but could be by the 
same amateur hand.
