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NATTIER, Jean-Marc
Paris 17.111.1685-7.X1.1766

The son of a portrait painter and brother of
another, Jean-Marc Nattier was a pupil at the
Académie royale from 1703; agréé 1715, ren
1718, professeur 1752. He became the foremost
portraitist of his day. In 1724 he marreid Marie-
Madeline de La Roche, daughter of a
mousquetaire du roi (and thus noble), and sister
of Jean-Philippe de La Roche (g.2.) who became
a copyist in the Cabinet des tableaux di roi.
Nattier’s daughters married the painters Louis
Tocqué, Charles-Michel-Ange Challe and a
lawyer, Francois-Philippe Brochier. A son, Jean-
Frédéric-Marc, became a painter but died eatly.

While his oil paintings are well known,
Nattier seems to have used pastels fairly rarely,
although  his portraits in this medium
demonstrate the same sense of colour and
smoothness that characterise his painting.
Ratouis de Limay speculates that he may have
learned the art of pastel from Vivien, who sent
portraits of Nattier’s father and mother to the
Salon of 1704, but Nattier is not known to have
used pastel during Vivien’s lifetime.

Nattier’s extant pastels all belong to the
much later period of about 10 years from 1744
when he had become fashionable as the painter
to the Queen and her daughters and when La
Tour and Perronneau had already become
established. It seems, from a hitherto
overlooked contemporary critique of the 1745
Salon (Jugemens sur quelgues ouvrages nonveanx, 1X,
1745, pp. 291ff), that Nattier sent a pastel that
year, omitted from the livret; it was a portrait of
the “fille d’un Maitre a danser” making a
distinctive gesture with her hands. The
consensus among the artists was that “cette
Ouvrage surpasse tous ceux qu’il a fait a ’huile”.
That pastel may be the lost work known from
copies as of a vestal, under which description it
seems to appear in the artist’s 1763 sale. (It is
tempting to speculate if this could be the
portrait of the actress Coraline which Nattier
sent to the 1748 salon, also omitted from the
livret.) Eisler 1977 (p. 309f) notes that Nattier’s
outstanding portrait of Bonnier de La Mosson
(Washington) has pastel-like qualities,
commended upon by several writers, reflects his
own work in the medium rather than the
influence of La Tour.

The pastels Nattier sent to the 1746 and 1748
Salons were also well received: for La Font de
Saint-Yenne, Logerot was “d’une vigueur de
couleur admirable et d’un grand caractére de
dessein”, while Saint-Yves prefered the colour
and vigour of Maupeou to the artist’s oil
paintings. It may simply have been the financial
incentive to pursue more lucrative commissions
for oil portraits which restricted his use of
pastel, where his skill was equally evident. His
distinctive, stumped handling developed the
tradition of Vivien (in contrast to La Tour or
Perronneau) and demonstrates a sureness of
touch and a strong but severely restrained sense
of colour that give these works a retrospective,
almost seventeenth century feel, while his
compositions are often more dynamic than his
rivals’. He achieves miraculous effects of
liquidity in his sitters’ eyes, which (as for
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example in the unknown man of 1753
erroneously identified as of La Harpe) become
the centre of attention, enhanced by a
kaleidoscope of colour from the irs to the
caruncula that contrasts with the subdued
tonality of the rest of the work. Nattier’s
treatment of wigs characteristically builds the
white tones of each hair on a black base.
Backgrounds are usually very dark, earth
colours, while jabots and wigs are coloured in
white mixed with blue-grey chalk to enhance the
temperature contrast.

By far the best known Nattier pastel is his
portrait of the princesse de Beauvau, which
raises a number of curious questions. An oil
version, signed and dated 1746, shows her in a
conventional pose and normal attire. Salmon
1999b plausibly suggests that the pastel may
have been a preparatory study, but it is unclear
why the latter shows her in mourning and in a
far more stylised treatment. It is also curious
that no indisputably autograph version of the
pastel has yet emerged, nor is it clear from what
source the huge numbers of copies were made.
Some of these bear the same date as the oil; but
if these are unreliable, it is perhaps possible that
the pastel was made following the death of her
uncle (to whom Marie-Sophie-Charlotte had
been engaged) in 1747.

The charming portrait of Mlle Pineau shows
an intimate side to Nattier’s art. Nattier and his
copyist Meérelle (g.2) were close to the
interrelated Pineau, Prault and Moreau families
of printers and decorative artists; several other
pastels of members of the family are hard to
attribute. At the time Nattier is likely to have
made the pastel of Duclos, a letter from Fréron
(20.1.1745) shows that the author was staying
with Prault fils, quai de Conti (Balcou 1975, p.
13).

Nattier’s approach to his male and female
subjects is quite different, the men normally
being treated with a much greater sense of
psychological intensity. An exception to this rule
is the extraordinary pastel of Mme Royer, in
which, by the deftest of touches around the eyes
and mouth, Nattier depicts both the intelligence
and determination that came to the fore when,
after her husband’s premature death in 1755,
she took over the direction of the Concert
spirituel, where artists such as Mondonville and
Marie Fel performed. This pastel, together with
the pendant of her husband, may well be the
subject of copies exhibited by Mérelle in 1751;
they surely represent Nattier’s most ambitious
works in the medium.

Despite his fame during the middle of the
century, Nattier was the object of Diderot’s
hostility and died in poverty in 1766, virtually
forgotten. His oil portraits enjoyed great vogue
from the nineteenth century on, but the process
of rediscovering his pastels has only
commenced.

Large numbers of anonymous pastel copies
and pastiches after his oils are recorded; some
of these may be by artists such as James Wells
Champney (1873-1903), reflecting the late
nineteenth century vogue for this artist in
America. The quality of these is extremely
variable, and many are entirely without interest.

Only a selecton are included in the Anon.
related pastels section below.
