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CHANDELLE, Andreas Joseph
Frankfurt am Main 6.VII1.1743-1.111.1820
The son of a wealthy wine merchant, Nikolaus
Chandelle, and grandson (on his mother’s side)
of the sculptor Cornelius Andreas Donett,
Andreas Joseph became an
Oberpostamtssekretir in the service of the
Thurn und Taxis. He was also a self-taught
amateur artist, who “sich auf die Stufe wahrer
Kinstler erhoben [hatte]”. His brother became
bishop of Speyer. In 1773 he married Anna
Rosina Wiesen (1752-1832). One of their three
daughters, Dorothea (g.2.), was also a pastellist;
her work is very similar to her father’s. In the
Frankfurter Ober-Post-Amts-Zeitung for 20.V.1843,
p. 1164, appeared a notice for the posthumous
auction of Chandelle’s widow, née Anna Rosina
Wiesen, of his picture collection; the paintings
included works by Titian, Luca Giordano and
Lebrun, as well as 112 pastels by A. J. Chandelle,
among them heads, history, landscape, animal,
flower, fruit and kitchen still life subjects.
Gwynner mentions numerous copies after
Netherlandish masters, among them a pastel
copied after an Abraham Mignon still life which
was in the artist’s collection sold in 1843. This
and a number of other confusions and
misattributions are corrected in the thorough
study by Andreas Hohm which appeared in

2016, with several further studies to 2023.
